(C) Children Rules and Regulations at Joyful Summer Class

1. Respect and Kindness
o Treat everyone with respect and kindness.
o Use polite language and good manners.
o Listen when others are speaking and wait for your turn.
2. Safety First
o Follow all safety rules in classrooms, hallways, playgrounds, and other areas.
o Report any unsafe behavior or conditions to a teacher or staff member.
o Keep hands, feet, and objects to yourself to avoid hurting others.
3. Responsibility
o Be on time for school and classes.
o Complete homework and assignments on time.
o Take care of school property and your own belongings.
4. Dress Code

o Ensure that your clothing is neat, clean, and suitable for the school environment.
